Sharon Bladholm: Fierce FLORA & Feisty FAUNA

Sharon Bladholm's exhibit is based on her long-term involvement with the people and biological wealth of threatened ecosystems in Latin America, with a special focus on rain forests and the riverine watersheds that course through them. The work to be included is based primarily on her participation as artist on expeditions to the Amazon, the first being several expeditions to the homelands of the Yanomami people in Brazil and Venezuela, in 1990 and 1991 and more recently in the 1999 Aqua R.A. P. (Rapid Assessment Program), Rio Pastaza expedition to the Peruvian Amazon, cosponsored by Conservation International and the Field Museum. Through her artwork, she visually engages the viewer and simultaneously, via an aesthetic experience communicate the importance of the biological wealth that delights, surrounds and sustains us. She hopes to integrate the sometimes separated disciplines of art, science and the natural world into a seamless visual experience that can affect a subtle shift in perception.
The opening reception on Saturday, March 13 will also honor Woodridge artist Todd Reed in the Preston Jackson Gallery. Food & drink will be provided. Music by Ambient. Admission is free but a donation is requested.
