Although Don Crouch has lived in the Midwest for 43 years, his heart and roots are squarely in the southwest. Born in Carlsbad, New Mexico in 1940, he grew up on a ranch before moving with his family to El Paso, Texas. Riding horses and bulls, herding cattle, and ranch chores were integral parts of his life. Upon graduation he began teaching sculpture, ceramics, printmaking, and drawing at Western Illinois University. During his years at WIU he has exhibited in galleries and museum in this country and in Europe. He now holds the distinction of being at Western longer than any other faculty member. Crouch will exhibit painting, sculpture, lithography, etching, and drawing. A realist, his work reflects his history and vividly explores his love of western landscapes and the animals in it. He believes in the Modern Revisionists' ideal of the awareness of life through direct observation, the discipline of drawing from life, and the refinement of the details of nature, order, design, and grace. Crouch lives in a rural area outside Macomb, Illinois. He has shown extensively in juried, one-man, and invitational exhibits throughout the United States and Europe.
