Matt is an experienced live performer based in the Chicago area. He has performed at a wide range of local venues including Metro, Double Door, Schuba's and The Green Mill, as well as Vancouver BC, Montreal QC, Ann Arbor, MI and sessions in County Kerry, Ireland. Matt has been featured on bills including Buckethead, Nickelback and Soil.

At the reception at the Contemporary Art Center on March 8th, Matt will perform music on an unusual instrument called the Chapman Stick. Initially developed by Emmett Chapman in 1970, the Stick is a 12 stringed instrument (6 melody, 6 bass) with a 5-1/4 octave range by which notes are sounded, not by strumming or plucking (although he does), but by tapping your fingers onto the strings as you would the keys of a piano, allowing the musician to play both bass and melody parts simultaneously. This innovation allows for much more dynamic expression and control and is perfectly suited for Matt's polyphonic and polyrhythmic style.  

The opening reception will be Saturday, March 8, 6:30-8:30. The reception will feature exhibits by Preston Jackson, Ann Coulter and Elizabeth Shultz. Food & drink will be provided. Admission is free but a donation is requested.
