“This work reflects a gentle, but personal look at our history—it is an examination of life in the United States, particularly the South, from the 17th century and on into the early 20th century.  It is not confrontational—but it speaks the truth about treatment of African American people in this country.  The purpose of the work is to preserve cultural history and explicate attitudes within and outside the African American community. It helps one to understand the value in preserving the behaviors of people arising from a struggle such as slavery over hundreds of years and explains how the aftermath still affects us today.  The narratives which accompany each sculpture are a type of historical fiction, drawn from research as well as from family memoirs.”
